II PROGRAMMES OFFERED
A Diploma (Dip.Th,D.B.S.,C.Th)

This basic theological programme of the Senate of the University, is meant to prepare leaders with a
secular degree who are competent in articulating the Christian faith and hope in theological discourses
when it comes to the core expressions of a mature Christian Spirituality such as discipleship,
transformation of life- style, prayer and preaching and manifest a mature Christian Spirituality in their
pastoral care and counseling.

Admission Requirements for the Dip.Th/C.Th Program:

A candidate at the time of admission to the course must satisfy one of the following conditions. He/
She must be:

1. A holder of SSLC from a government recognized Indian Institute, or any equivalent degree from a
recognized Institute;

B Bachelors Degree (B.Th,B.Min.,B.D)

Bachelor of Theology (B.Th) degree programme, the basic theological programme of the Tirunelveli
Theological Seminary (University), is meant to prepare graduates with a secular degree who are
competent in articulating the Christian faith and hope in theological discourses when it comes to the core
expressions of a mature Christian Spirituality such as discipleship, transformation of life- style, prayer
and preaching and manifest a mature Christian Spirituality in their pastoral care and counseling.

Character building is also an essential part of theological education; an Endeavour is made to inculcate a
sense of commitment and integrity in the students.
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Admission Requirements for the B.Th/B.D Program:

A candidate at the time of admission to the B.Th. degree course must satisfy one of the following
conditions. He/ She must be:

1. A holder of HSC/10+2/PUC 2nd year from a government recognized Institute, or any equivalent
degree from a recognized Institute;

ii. A holder of the D.Th. Diploma in Theology candidate is eligible to join the third year of B.Th
course. He / She should have passed the two qualifying English papers offered in the D.Th course.

A candidate at the time of admission to the B.D degree course must satisfy one of the following
conditions. He/ She must be:

I. A holder of Bachelor Degree from a recognized Institute or any equivalent degree.

i1. A holder of the B.Th. Degree from any theological seminary; the candidate is eligible to join the
third year of B.D course. He / She should have passed the two qualifying English papers offered in the
B.Th course.

C Masters Degree (M. Th,M.Min,M.Div)

Admission Requirements for the M.Th/M.Div Program:

I. A person who has passed the B.Th/B.Min/B.D. examination from a Theological Seminary with a minimum
Second Class or at least with B- Grade and has passed at least 3 papers at B.D., Degree securing at least
Second Class with 60% average in the Cluster in which he/she plans to do M.Th Course.

ii. A person who holds a Bacholor’s Degree as an academic qualification, which in the opinion of the
Committee on Academic Council of the Tirunelveli Theological Seminary, is equivalent to B.D; he/she
should have passed such a degree in First or Second Class or at least with a B Grade.

iii. If a B.Th. graduate, who has upgraded to B.D, applies for M.Th, he should have passed at least 2
papers in the Branch of specialization as part of the B.D., course. Applicant should have had at least
one year of practical experience in some field of Christian Service after the completion of the basic
theological degree (Bachelor of Divinity).

Additional Requirements:
Applicant at the time of applying for admission should have already passed the M.Th Qualifying
Examination, if required.

D Doctorate Degree (D.D,Ph.D,Th.D.,)

Admission Requirements for the Doctoral Programme:

I. Applicant should have completed M. Th.,/M.Div., in the same branch of the proposed
Th.D.,/Ph.D.,/D.D., studies in First or High Second Class (65% and above);

ii. Any Applicant who, in the opinion of the Research Committee of the Zirunelveli Theological
Seminary, holds an equivalent qualification is eligible to pursue the degree;

iii. Applicant, after passing M. Th.,/M.Div should have completed at least three years of work
experience;

iv. Applicant should have been engaged in post-M.Th research activities; and

v. Applicant should have competence in the language(s) required for the particular field of study;
vi. Application should have passed the Common Entrance exam and should have completed
methodology course conducted by the TTU.

Additional Requirements:

1. Applicant while applying shall submit research articles or papers written after the completion of Post
Graduate Studies.

i1. Applicant will be required to submit a research paper on a subject prescribed by the Doctoral
Committee of the College.

iii. Applicant shall be required to appear before the Interview Committee.
